The Washington State Department of Health (DOH) contemplates awarding a sole source contract
to Biotage to provide 4 Extrahera Liquid Handling/Solid Phase Extraction (SPE) systems,
including all parts, racks, solvent reservoirs, one year warranty, and installation.

The DOH requires this sole source purchase because the current Biotage Rapid Trace SPE
instruments, which are used by multiple labs (Chemical Incident Response-CIRL & the Shellfish
Biotoxin teams), have been obsolete for several years. Biotage stopped the manufacturing of
RapidTraces in 2017 and will end service support in the near future. The CIRL uses these systems
for routine and emergency response work. They have one Extrahera system for daily use but need
back up systems for surge capacity events, emergency response on a large scale, and if the main
unit needs repair.

Purchasing 4 new Biotage Extrahera units to replace the older Rapid Trace models would give us
close to the same capacity as can be handled by the current systems. It would also improve
response rates and turnaround times by adding 96 well-plate capabilities which the Rapid Trace
models do not support. 96 well-plate configurations are ideal for high throughput or large-scale
testing situations.

If we were to choose a different instrument, there would be a steeper learning curve for how to
conduct analysis, maintenance, and troubleshooting. This would delay all testing even further while
the analysists learned to use the new system and software.

DOH will enter a one-time purchase order with Biotage. The purchase order will be issued in time
to meet the June 30™ 2024 deadline for delivery. The cost of this one-time purchase order is
$341,737.35 after 10.3% tax (quote price of $309,825.70 includes freight/handling but not tax).

Offerors contemplating the above requirements are required to submit capability statements
detailing their ability to meet the state’s requirements within five (5) working days of this
announcement. The following information should be included in the capability statements:

Capability statements should address the following state requirements:

e System must accommodate cartridge and 96-well plate formats;

e System must use positive pressure for extraction;

e System must minimize exposure to volatile solvents;

e System must be able to perform Supported Liquid Extraction (SLE), Solid Phase Extraction
(SPE), Phospholipid Depletion (PLD), and Protein Precipitation (PPT) based methods;

e And System must have robustness for reliable operation of instrument for sample matrix clean up
on a daily basis.

In the absence of other qualified sources, it is the state’s intent to make a sole source award of
the contract.

CHANGES: Mo alteration in any of the terms, canditions, delivery, price, quality, quantities or specifications of this arder will be effective without prior written approval of the Washington State Department
of Health (DOH).

ADD-ONS: By mutual written agreement, additional quantities of items may be purchased within 12 months of the date of award provided the onginal purchase price, terms, conditions and specifications
remain the same. Add-on purchases shall be submitted to the supplier using a DOH Purchase Order and shall reference the original contract or purchase order. Initial and subsequent licenses should
span ten years or less.

HANDLING: No charges will be allowed for handling, including but not limited to, packing, wrapping, bags, containers, or reels unless otherwise stated herein.

PAYMENTS AND ASSIGNMENTS: Invoices will not be processed for payment until items invoiced are received. DOH will not honor drafts nor accept goods on a sight draft basis. Furthermare, the
provisions or monies due under this contract shall only be assignable with prior written approval from DCH.

SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS: Unless otherwise specified, all goods are to be shipped prepaid, FOBE Desfination. Where shipping addresses indicate room numbers, supplier shall make delivery to that
location at no additional charge. Where specific authorization is granted to ship goods FOB Shipping point, supplier agrees to prepay all shipping charges and route as instructed, or if instructions are not
provided, route by cheapest common carrier and bill DOH as a separate item on the invoice for said charges. Each invoice for shipping charges shall contain the original or a copy of the bill indicating
that the payment for shipping has been made.

REJECTION: All goods or materials purchased herein are subject to written approval by DOH. Any rejection of goods or materials resulting because of non-conformity to the terms and specifications of
this order, whether held by DOH or returned will be at the supplier’s risk and expense.

IDENTIFICATION: All invoices, packing lists, packages, shipping notices, instruction manuals, and other written documents affecting this order shall contain the applicable purchase order number.
Packing lists shall be included with each shipment pursuant to this order, indicating the contents of each package therein.

INFRINGEMENTS: Supplier agrees to propect and save hamiass DOH against all claims, suits, or proceedings for patent, trademark, copyright of franchise infringement arising from the: purchase,
installation, or use of goods and materials ordered and to assume all expenses and damages arising from such claims, suits, or proceedings.

NONWAIVER, BY ACCEPTANCE OF VARIATION: No provision of this arder or the right to receive imely performance of any act called for by the terms shall be deemed waived by DOH of a breach
thersof as to any particular transaction or occurrence.

WARRANTIES: Supplier warrants that items supplied under this order conform to specifications herein and are fit for the purpose for which such goods are ordinarily employed, except that if a particular
purpose is stated, the material must then be it for the particular purpose.

CASH DISCOUNT: In the event DOH is entitled to a cash discount. the period of computations will commence on the date of delivery or receipt of a correctly completed invoice, whichever is later. If an
adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage, the cash discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized. If a discount is made part of the contract but the
invoice does not reflect the existence of a cash discount, DOH is entitled to a cash discount with the period commencing on the date it is determined by DCH that a cash discount applies.

TAXES: unless otherwise indicated, DOH agrees to pay all State of Washington sales or use tax. No charge by supplier shall be made for Federal Excise taxes, and DOH agrees to fumish supplier with
acceptance of items supplied under this order with an exemption certificate.

LIEMS, CLAIMS, AND ENCUMERANCES: Supplier warrants and represents that all goods and materials ordered herein are free and clear of all liens, claims or encumbrances of any kind.

RISK OF LOS5: Regardless of FOB Point, supplier agrees fo bear all risks of loss, injury, o destruction of goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery. Such loss, injury, or
destruction shall not release supplier form any obligation hereunder.

SAVE HARMLESS: Supplier shall protect, indemnify, and save DOH harmless from and against any damage, cost, or liability for any injuries to person or property arising from acts or omissions of
supplier, his employees, agents, or subcontractors, howsoever caused.

PRICES: If price is not stated on this order, it is agreed that the goods shall be billed at the price last quoted or paid, or the prevailing market price, whichever is lower.

TERMINATICN: in the event of a breach by supplier of any of the provisions of this contract, DOH reserves the right to cancel and terminate this contract forthwith upon giving oral or written notice to
supplier. Supplier shall be liable for damages suffered by DOH resulting from supplier's breach of contract.

NONDISCRIMAINATION AND AFFIRMATIVE ACTION: The supplier agrees not to discriminate against any client, employee, or applicant for employment or services because of race, creed, color,
national arigin, sex, marital status, age, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap with regard to, but not limited fo, the following: employment upgrading, demotion or transfer,
recruitment or recruitment advertising, lay-offs, or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, selection for training, rendition for services. It is further understood that any supplier who is in
violation of this clause shall be barred forthwith from receiving awards of any purchase order form the state unless supplier demonsirates to DOH's safisfaction that the discriminatory practices have
terminated and that a recurrence of such acts is urlikely.

ANIT-TRUST: Supplier and DOH recognize that in actual economic pracfice, overcharges resulting from anti-trust violations are in fact borne by DOH. Therefore, supplier herby assigns to DOH any and
all claims for such overcharges.

DEFAULT: DOH may terminate this contract, without penalty or further liability, upon not less than thirty (30) days prior written notice to supplier, if supplier defaults on any provision of this contract and
fails to cure such default within that thirty (30) day period, or such longer pefiod, as may be reasonably determined by DOH.

ATTORMEY FEES: In the event of controversy, claim, or dispute arising out of this contract for which the supplier is adjudged by a court of competent jurisdiction to be at fault, supplier shall pay DCH all
attorney fees, costs and expenses incurred by DOH in connection therewith.

GIFTS: The supplier shall comply with all applicable sections of the State Ethics law, RCW 42.52, which regulates gifts o state officers and employes’s. Under that statute, any state officer or employee
who has or will participate with the supplier regarding any aspect of the coniract involving the purchase of goods or services is prohibited from seeking or accepting any gift, gratuity, faver or any of
economic value from the supplier. Neither the supplier nor any agent or representative shall offer anything of economic value as a gift, grafuity or favor directly or indirectly to any such officer or
employee.

ACCEFTANCE: This order expressly limits acceptance to the terms and conditions stated in the purchase order and these additional terms and conditions. Any terms proposed by supplier are objected
to and herby rejected, unless otherwise provided in writing by DOH.

FORCE MAJEURE: Vendor will not be responsible for delays in delivery due to acts of God, firm, strikes, epidemics, war, rict, delay in transportation or railcar fransport shertages, provided vendor
notifies DOH immediately in writing of such pending or actual delay. Normally in the event or any such delays (acts of God, efc.) the date of delivery will be extended for a period equal to the time lost due
fo the reason for delay. However, DOH reserves the right to cancel the order and find a different source of supply if the delay is in DOH's opinion lengthy and the materials or services are needed quickly
PUELIC DISCLOSURE: PO and all contents and attachments shall be deemed a public record as defined in RCW 42.56 *Public Records.”

SEVERABILITY If a court of competent jurisdiction declares any provision of the PO to be invalid, the other provisions and rights and obligations of the parties remain in effect.

Automated Solid Phase Extraction (SPE) Instruments are
used to extract small molecules from biological samples.
We will be using the Solid Phase Extraction Automation to
concentrate small molecule metabolites from blood, urine,
environmental and tissue samples. We are currently
utilizing 15 RapidTraces to perform Solid Phase
Extraction Automation. The RapidTraces are no longer
being manufactured and cannot run 96-well plates. It is

therefore necessary for The WA State Public Health Lab to
acquire new Solid Phase Extraction Automation.

We need to replace our old Biotage Rapid Trace SPE
systems which reached their end of life several years ago.
Biotage will not be able to support these old systems
much longer as they stopped manufacturing the parts
years ago and once they are out of parts then the systems
will be unfixable when things breakdown. We currently
use 15 Rapid Trace modules in the Chemical Incident
Response Laboratory (CIRL) for emergency response
testing. They are also utilized by the Biotoxin Shellfish
Team for some of their methods and for Biomonitoring
projects. Purchasing 4 new Biotage Extrahera units to
replace the older Rapid Trace models would give us close
to the same capacity as can be handled by the current
systems

Solid phase extractions can be carried out in cartridge or
96-wellplate formats. Cartridges allow for application and
concentration of larger samples volumes, and are
necessary in research studies that focus on low-
concentration metabolites that have metabolic implications
in rare paediatric conditions. 96-well plate format is used
in creating a metabolic profile useful in understanding the
underlying processes involved in biochemical processes.

Most of the CDC’s current LRN methods utilize
cartridges. However, the CDC does have some methods
that are run on 96-well plates. Also, the CDC is
developing most of their new methods on 96-well plates. It
is therefore necessary that The WA State Public Health
Lab’s Solid Phase Extraction Automation be able to utilize
both cartridges & 96-well plates. It is also necessary that
The WA State Public Health Lab’s Solid Phase Extraction
Automation able to switch between the two formats
efficiently.

Biological samples such as blood are prone to clogging
SPE products. Biological samples are vicious and prone to
coagulation. Solid Phase Extraction Automation
instruments utilize two strategies for pushing samples
trough SPE products: Vacuum or Positive Pressure.
Vacuum is less expensive, but because of their design,
each sample will see varying amounts of pull (especially
when samples are process a different rates). With aqueous
samples this is typically not an issue, but with Biological
samples (such as The WA State Public Health Lab runs)
this is a significant challenge. With Positive Pressure
designs every sample see the same pressure regardless of
the rate of processing of other samples. Therefore, Positive
Pressure systems do not clog when processing Biological
samples.

Since The WA State Public Health Lab processes mostly

Staff will be able to transfer the emergency response
LRN-C methods onto the new system rapidly because
they already have one of the Extrahera units in use for
emergency response activities and are training on using
this type of system. The CIRL team are subject matter
experts on these systems for ELS (Environmental
Laboratory Sciences) and would be able to teach the
other groups how to translate their Rapid Trace methods
and use the newer model quickly.

Purchasing another similar system will also ensure
continuity of this knowledge and will allow the teams to
continue to assist other labs who use similar technology.

Advantages of having the same models or nearly identical
models include no or minimal training being needed, the
same parts/equipment can be used for all four
instruments, and the instrument performance is already
proven to be reliable with the Extrahera systems.

This instrument can be brought online quickly and will
allow the different teams, such as the CIRL lab and the
Shellfish lab, to remove matrix interferences and report
out results with a greater certainty, which will have a
greater benefit to public health.
